°  VENUE: Coventry Golf Club, St Martin’s Road, Finham, Coventry CV3 6RJ
Directions are detailed on a separate sheet

°  COMPETITION CONDITIONS: Please make sure that you are aware of the competition conditions. One
of the conditions is that you register at least 30 minutes before your morning start time.

DMDs: Please note that DMDs are not allowed in this competition. Ensure that any electronic devices
installed in your golf trolley, including pedometers, must be covered before the start of the event.

°  HANDICAPS: Please let me know AS SOON AS POSSIBLE if your exact handicap has changed since your
entry form was accepted. Please remember to bring your current handicap certificate with you.

°  START TIMES: Tee times will run from 8.30am for the morning round and from 1.00pm for the
afternoon round. Tee times will be emailed to all competitors at least 1 week before the event.

DRESS CODE: Dress standards are the usual for most clubs; no jeans, trainers or baseball caps are
allowed in the clubhouse or on the course. Normal golfing attire to be worn on the course. There is no
restriction on the type of shoe studs on the course. Golf shoes are not allowed in the clubhouse.

°  MOBILE PHONES: Mobile phones may be used in the car park, they are forbidden inside the clubhouse.
Referees will be contactable on the course by mobile phone.

° CATERING: The clubhouse kitchen will be open from 7.30am, food and drinks can be purchased after
this time. There is a coffee machine which needs 70p (no change given). Lunch will be a standard
buffet which will be available from 12.00 — 3pm. Vouchers for lunch must be paid for at registration;
£4.50 per head for competitors, £7.50 per head for all others. There will be squash available on the
course, however, if it is a warm day, please ensure that you carry sufficient fluids.

°  TOILET FACILITIES: There are toilet facilities on the course which are accessible from the 10" Green

PRACTICE FACILITIES: There are no provisions for courtesy practice rounds before the competition.
However, if competitors wish to play a round before the event the junior green fees are £5.00 per
round — any accompanying playing parent will be charged £20 per round.

The course has two practice areas for fairway woods/irons practice and a green for chipping and
bunker practice. There is also a net for driving. No practice balls are provided. There is also a separate
putting green

°  CLUB FACILITIES: The ladies changing room is accessible from the clubhouse, or if wearing golf attire
from an outside door. The code for the changing room will be given to competitors at registration. The
changing room has a limited number of lockers and shower facilities. There is an overflow car parking
area which will be well signposted for the event. The code for leaving the car park will be given to
competitors at registration.

°  LOCAL ACCOMMODATION: There is no agreement with local accommodation, however, the following
